Special Meeting of April 17, 2013
APPROVED MINUTES
Present: Chairman Jerry Fuller; Members: Morgan Larson, Ben Eberhardt, Julie Dudrick, and Kristian Newman; Trustee Jen Servedio; Attorney Jim Stokes
Public Present: Carrie Blackmore, Good Nature Brewing.
Chairman Fuller called the meeting to order at 4:31 p.m.

Good Nature Brewing-Special Permit to operate a facility for serving alcoholic beverages at 8 Broad Street:
Carrie Blackmore, owner of Good Nature Brewing, stated that they recently obtained a new kind of license.  They are now considered a New York State Farm Brewery which means that the tasting room can be operated away from the Brewery.  The brewery will remain on Milford Street.  She reported that they would like patrons to be able to order food from surrounding restaurants and bring it into their establishment or have it delivered.  Currently there is no code for seating, although state regs for maximum occupancy do apply.

Member Eberhardt asked if production will be performed in the new location and stated that this is new legislation and the Planning Board needs to be careful with the wording of the Special Permit if granted.

Ms. Blackmore stated that she has reached out to the Police Department and local bar owners to get there feedback on what works and does not work.

The Planning Board agreed that this is Land Use, Line Item 51.  Attorney Stokes stated that the Board cannot regulate how she operates her business.
SEQR Consideration:
A motion was made by Member Larson that the Planning Board has determined that this is an unlisted action under SEQR, that the Village of Hamilton is the lead agency with no other involved agencies, that a short form SEQR will be completed, and with no significant adverse effects to the environment.  The motion was seconded by Member Eberhardt and carried.
A motion was made by Member Larson that this is a Land Use Line Item 51, the special permit requires a farm brewery license, that copies of all licenses will be filed with the Village Code Enforcement Officer, that this is a single use permit, that no production of food or beer will be done on site, that Good Nature Brewery abide by the privileges outlined in Farm Brewery License section 51A, and pending the completion of all forms to grant the Special Permit request to Good Nature Brewing.  The motion was seconded by Member Dudrick and carried.
The next meeting will be April 25, 2013, at 7:00pm, at the Village Courthouse.

There being no further business to come before the Planning Board, Member Newman made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Chairman Fuller and unanimously carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 6:40p.m.
