Regular Meeting of August 25, 2011

APPROVED MINUTES
PRESENT:  Chairman Bob McVaugh; Members: Jerry Fuller and Morgan Larson; CEO Paul McGinnis; Mayor Margaret Miller

PUBLIC PRESENT: Bill and Terry Reed; Sue Barrett; Paul Vantine; David Vantine, Cole Vantine, David Rhyde; Michael Clough.

Chairman McVaugh called the meeting to order at 7:02 p.m..

Approval of Agenda
A motion was made by Member Fuller to approve the agenda as written.  The motion was seconded by Member Larson and unanimously carried.

Approval of Minutes
Public Hearing of July 28, 2011

Several typos on the second page were changed as requested by the Board.  A motion was made by Member Fuller to accept the minutes of the public hearing as amended.  The motion was seconded by Member Larson.  Chairman McVaugh, Member Larson, and Member Fuller all voted to accept the motion.

Regular Meeting of July 28, 2011 - A motion was made by Member Larson to approve the July 28, 2011, minutes as presented.  The motion was seconded by Member Fuller and unanimously carried by Chairman McVaugh, Members: Fuller and Larson..
Unfinished Business

Sacco Subdivision-Five Trees

Chairman McVaugh stated that a new survey was not received.  No action was taken.  Tabled until next month.

Reed Subdivision-71/73 Lebanon Street

Chairman McVaugh stated the Board did not receive a new survey outlining any easements.  Mr. Reed presented the Board with a map of his property he received from the Village showing utility lines.  There is a concern that all the utilities are on only one of the lots.  The Board stated an easement is required.  Member Larson suggested making the easement as small as possible.  Chairman McVaugh stated a large part of the W. Pleasant side will be either a right of way or an easement.

New Business

Rhyde Subdivision

Mr. Rhyde asked the Board if this request is considered a subdivision or a land transfer.  He stated his mother plans on selling some of her property.  Mr. Rhyde will be increasing his lot size by approximately three acres.  Chairman McVaugh stated the Town of Lebanon will need to provided with this information before the Board can pass on this.  Chairman McVaugh referenced 142-15B that recommends lot lines are at right angles to the street unless variations will provide a better plan.  The Board stated that they are in agreement with Mr. Rhyde’s proposed lot line change.  Member Larson stated this is considered two subdivisions.  Chairman McVaugh stated the Village’s practice is to handle the addition to property as a subdivision because it is a redrawing of a lot.  A new plat is needed, showing the two new full lots.  The Board will contact the Town of Lebanon.
Vantine Site Plan Review

CEO McGinnis distributed copies of the existing site plan dated 10/18/06, by Wissenbach Land Survey.  Same use is being requested so there is no need to revise the special permit.  This lot was originally zoned as a B5 lot with a 50' frontage requirement and has subsequently been re-zoned to a B2 with a 25' frontage requirement.  The building envelope will need to be redrawn.  Codes 174.42 (corner lots), 174.55 (accessory buildings-not attached), and 174.60E (residential parking areas-front yards) were discussed.  Once redrawn, the Board can approve.  Because this is a site plan review, not a revision to a special permit, there is no need to contact the County.

A motion was made by Member Larson to approve a 24 foot extension to the existing accessory building with a 25 foot setback on three street sides of the property and to authorize Chairman McVaugh to sign when full documentation is received.  The motion was seconded by Member Fuller and unanimously carried.
Discussion

Functional Family Unit
Chairman McVaugh stated the County determined there is no county wide impact and was returned for local determination.  The proposed text for the statement to be presented to the Village Board of Trustee’s was reviewed.  The Planning Board members present approved the letter to be presented to the Village Board at their September meeting.  The Village Planning Board recommends unanimously against modifying the zoning law to permit Functional Family Units in an R1 Zone.

Mayor Miller thanked the Board members for their continued service to the village.

Michael Clough asked if there was any control over homes being rented out in the Village.

Next meeting is scheduled for September 22, 2011, at 7:00pm, at the Village Courthouse.

There being no further business to come before the Planning Board, Member Fuller made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Member Larson and unanimously carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 8:25 p.m.
