Regular Meeting of February 28, 2013
APPROVED MINUTES
Present: Chairman Jerry Fuller; Members: Morgan Larson, Ben Eberhardt, Julie Dudrick, and Jen Servedio; CEO Paul McGinnis.
Public Present: None.
Chairman Fuller called the meeting to order at 7:02 p.m.

Approval of Agenda: CEO McGinnis requested the Colgate Gas Boiler Project be added to the agenda.  The agenda was approved as amended.
Approval of Minutes: Regular Meeting of January 24, 2013: Changes requested:
1. Change the spelling of Faulkenmeyer to Falkenmeyer
A motion was made by Member Dudrick to accept the January 24, 2013 minutes as amended.  The motion was seconded by Member Servedio and unanimously carried.

Unfinished Business

9 Eaton Street, Special Permit for Parking Lot: CEO McGinnis handed out copies of an email that was forwarded to him by Attorney Jim Stokes from Delta Engineering.  The Board felt that this response did not address items that were previously requested.  The main item discussed in the document was the addition of a large berm that the Board felt was not a sufficient solution.  CEO McGinnis stated that the benchmark for a drainage system is a one-hundred year storm, while the addition of the berm is adequate for a one-year storm. The Board is still waiting for the engineering study for the drainage and an agreement between the owner and Wayne Foster.
Art Zimmer-Preservation of O&W Wreck Site: Mr. Zimmer is still out of town and CEO McGinnis still has not received an application.  This will be on next month’s agenda.
Cultural Art Center:  No plans have been submitted to date.  Chair Fuller wants preliminary discussions to start to facilitate Colgate moving forward.  One parking space per 300-500 square feet of gross floor area was determined to be a reasonable requirement as suggested by Bob McVaugh through an email.  The Board discussed having twenty one spaces on site and fifteen spaces off site as a preliminary requirement.
Colgate Gas Boilers:  CEO McGinnis shared a drawing with the Board of Colgate’s two gas boilers they will be installing in August.  They will also be installing a scale to weigh trucks carrying wood chips.  CEO McGinnis asked if this needs a site plan, and stated this does not need a special permit.  Use 78, 83, Code 174.22, and 174.83 G2 were reviewed and discussed.  The Board determined a site plan is needed.  A motion was made by Member Larson that the Planning Board advises CEO McGinnis that a site plan review is required for the changes to the Colgate heating plant as presented in the drawing.  The motion was seconded by Member Servedio and carried.
The next meeting will be March 28, 2013, at 7:00pm, at the Village Courthouse.

There being no further business to come before the Planning Board, Member Larson made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Member Servedio and unanimously carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 8:09p.m.
