Regular Meeting of January 24, 2013
APPROVED MINUTES
Present: Chairman Jerry Fuller; Members: Morgan Larson, Ben Eberhardt, Julie Dudrick, and Jen Servedio; Trustee Dominick Pangallo; Attorney Jim Stokes; CEO Paul McGinnis.
Public Present: None.
Chairman Fuller called the meeting to order at 7:06 p.m.

Approval of Agenda: Member Larson added under New Business the proposed sound ordinance.  Approved as amended.
Approval of Minutes: Regular Meeting of November 29, 2012: Changes requested:
1. Art Zimmer-add “The Board questioned if using the Fire Department lot was prudent” after lot in the seventh sentence.
2. Change the date of the next meeting from 2012 to 2013.

A motion was made by Member Larson to accept the November 29, 2012, minutes as amended.  The motion was seconded by Member Eberhardt and unanimously carried.

Unfinished Business
9 Eaton Street, Special Permit for Parking Lot: Attorney Stokes received word from Aaron Falkenmeyer, of Delta Engineering, and things have been delayed because Mr. Foster has pushed all the snow onto the 9 Eaton Street lot and the engineers cannot perform the necessary work to determine the drainage.  Attorney Stokes emphasized to Mr. Falkenmeyer that this is only part of the issue.  The two property owners need to come to an agreement on the access to the lot.
Good Nature Brewing-Noise Abatement: Matt Whalen, from Good Nature Brewing took a measurement with his iPhone and said the sound measured 60 decibels.  The neighbor, Ms. Snyder, called this morning and said the noise is unbearable.  An accurate reading will need to be done.  CEO McGinnis will get a meter and get a reading to determine if they are in violation of what was agreed upon at the November 29, 2012, meeting.
Art Zimmer-Preservation of O&W Wreck Site: The Board was given a revised proposal from Art Zimmer, by CEO McGinnis, as Mr. Zimmer is in Florida.  Chairman Fuller stated that the parking issue seems to be resolved.  A survey of this property was previously requested by the Planning Board from Mr. Zimmer, but has not been received.  This will be a substandard and land locked lot.  The Trustees did receive a brief presentation from Mr. Zimmer.  There is not an application on file so the Board could not take any action.  CEO McGinnis will forward Mr. Zimmer a subdivision form.  Mr. Zimmer must go before the ZBA first.
Proposed Sound Ordinance: Member Larson stated he attended the public hearing and has a concern with sections of the ordinance related to sound from a retail business.  The recommendation was to remove this section C, (3) of the proposed sound ordinance.  A motion was made by Member Larson that the Planning Board recommends to the Trustees that section C, paragraph 3 of the proposed sound ordinance be stricken.  The motion was seconded by Member Eberhardt and unanimously carried.  The Planning Board has not been officially asked to review this sound ordinance and state their concerns.

Trustee Pangallo reported that he is leaving the area and resigning from the Board of Trustees, as of February 28, 2013, for personal and professional reasons.   
The proposed local traffic law was briefly discussed.  The Board would like a copy of this proposed traffic law sent to them via email to review.
Cultural Art Center:  Attorney Stokes stated that he and Administrator Graham met with Joanne Borfitz this morning.  This will be presented as a zoning text amendment to the Village Board.  The Village board will be the lead agency.  The property is contiguous to the historic district.  It is a type I action.  The Planning Board will be asked for a recommendation.  
The next meeting will be February 28, 2013, at 7:00pm, at the Village Courthouse.

There being no further business to come before the Planning Board, Member Larson made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Member Servedio and unanimously carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 8:25p.m.
