Regular Meeting of June 23, 2011

APPROVED MINUTES
PRESENT:  Chairman Bob McVaugh; Members: Jerry Fuller, Ben Barrett, Morgan Larson, and Ben Eberhardt.

PUBLIC PRESENT: None

Chairman McVaugh called the meeting to order at 7:05 p.m..

Approval of Agenda
A motion was made by Member Barrett to approve the agenda as written.  The motion was seconded by Member Fuller and unanimously carried.

Approval of Minutes

Chairman McVaugh requested changes to Functional Family Unit-Special Permit R-2 Zone.  Member Eberhardt requested Santoro be changed to Santaro.

Regular Meeting of June 2, 2011 - A motion was made by Member Barrett to approve the June 2, 2011, minutes as amended.  The motion was seconded by Member Larson and unanimously carried.
Unfinished Business
Functional Family Unit Discussion

Chairman McVaugh began the discussion with concerns over parking.  Two parking spaces for the supervisors and 1 space for every three dependents was suggested.  Member Larson stated he worries these requirements could potentially create a parking lot.  Setting limits on the number of vehicles was suggested as an alternative.   The Board is not anticipating a large number of vehicles.  Foster homes were referenced as a possible model for the functional family unit. Age limits and limits to the number of dependents for a functional family unit was discussed.  The Board has not formally contacted a foster home or other functional family units for information.  Chairman McVaugh stated the only law that applies to a functional family unit is 174.82D general provision-harmony with the neighborhood.  These discussions are about how the Board might coordinate different scale functional family units with the provision.  CEO McGinnis stated bedroom size requirements are 70 sq. ft for a one person bedroom.  A possible guideline is for every three occupants there is the expectation there is a bathroom.  Guidelines to provide thresholds for special permits or licensing of functional family units were also discussed as possible options.
New Business

Good Nature Brewing Spec Permit App-37 Milford Street

Chairman McVaugh stated the plans show the public entrance will be at the west side of the building.  There is a sidewalk and parking is in the back.  Total sq. ft. of space is 1604.  Space does not exceed the Type I threshold.  Smell and waste was determined to be minimal.  The Board determined there are no adverse affects.

A motion was made by Member Larson that this is an unlisted action making a negative declaration for 37 Milford St, Hamilton, NY.  The motion was seconded by Member Barrett and unanimously carried.

Special Permit Requirements:

*venting must be through the roof.  Any complaints and Good Nature will need to mitigate. (clarification requested)

*tasting area is now 27'x15'

*minimum of three parking spaces in back

*exterior lighting is required (clarification requested)

*loading dock - no issues

*access to bathroom (clarification requested)

*restriction of outside storage of products and waste

Group Residence Inspections will be on outer Lebanon and Pines Streets.  CEO McGinnis will contact Board on dates and times.

A motion was made by Chairman McVaugh to thank Trustee Miller for all her help and work over the past year as liaison.  The motion was seconded by Member Larson and unanimously carried.
Paperwork for upcoming training sessions were distributed to all members.

Next meeting is scheduled for July 28, 2011, at 7:00pm, at the Village Courthouse.

There being no further business to come before the Planning Board, Member Larson made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Member Fuller and unanimously carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 8:15 p.m.
