Regular Meeting of March 28, 2013
APPROVED MINUTES
Present: Chairman Jerry Fuller; Members: Morgan Larson and Kristian Newman; Trustee Jen Servedio; Attorney Jim Stokes; CEO Paul McGinnis.
Public Present: Paul Fick, Colgate; Phil Peterson, Peterson Goadasodco; Gordon Hyatt, Klepper, Hahn & Hyatt; Dan McCoach, Colgate; Rick Mancke, and Barbara Hobbie, Subdivision.
Chairman Fuller called the meeting to order at 7:06 p.m.

Chairman Fuller welcomed new member Kristian Newman.
Approval of Agenda: CEO McGinnis asked for the addition of a subdivision to the agenda. The agenda was approved as amended.
Approval of Minutes: Regular Meeting of February 28, 2013: Changes requested:
1. Colgate Gas Boilers: Change 83N to 83 and add 174.83 G2.

A motion was made by Member Larson to accept the February 28, 2013, minutes as amended.  The motion was seconded by Member Newman and unanimously carried.

Unfinished Business
9 Eaton Street, Special Permit for Parking Lot: No report
Art Zimmer-Preservation of O&W Wreck Site: No report. Member Newman stated he inspected the property yesterday and reported that it is in disrepair.  Chairman Fuller stated that the March 27 revised edition of Mr. Zimmer’s plan was exactly the same as the previous edition.  CEO McGinnis stated he has permission from the Gallik’s for the subdivision.  The Planning Board will need to send this to the ZBA.  A motion was made by Member Newman to recommend to the ZBA to not approve unless it is specified for a specific use “limited public park use” as described in their application with no structures or residences, Land Use 32.  The motion was seconded by Member Larson and unanimously carried.
New Business
Site Plan Review: Chairman Fuller stated that this was brought to the Planning Board’s attention last month.  The Board determined that a site plan review was needed at that time.  Site Plan labeled L1-02, dated 3/1/2013, by Klepper, Hahn and Hyatt was presented to the Board.  Chair Fuller stated that this project is in the I1 District, that no special permit is needed, and that no residential notification is needed.  Some parking is being relocated, a new truck scale (not a drive thru) will be installed, a concrete block platform and new boilers will be added, land disturbance is under one acre, drainage will tie into the existing storm system, some regrading will be done, a gas house will be installed, a 30,000 gallon underground tank will be installed, lighting is currently at the 10 foot level at the doors.  Member Larson recommends signage and adequate lighting for pedestrian safety.

A motion was made by Member Larson that this is an unlisted action that no other agencies are involved, and there will be no adverse environmental impact.  The motion was seconded by Member Newman and unanimously carried.

A motion was made by Chairman Fuller to approve the site plan presented, L1-02, dated 3/1/2013, by Klepper, Hahn and Hyatt.  The motion was seconded by Member Larson and unanimously carried.

Building Permits: The Trustees are asking for a recommendation from the Planning Board regarding a suggestion to forego the building permit fee for new construction in the Village.  The Board sees no reason to not charge a fee at this time.  A motion was made by Member Larson to recommend to the Board of Trustees to not drop fees for new construction.  The motion was seconded by Member Newman and unanimously carried.
Subdivision: CEO McGinnis stated that Mr. Mancke and Ms. Hobbie are in the process of purchasing the property at 21 W. Pleasant and wish to subdivide it.  The sketch plan will need to be approved, then the deed changes will need to be made, new surveys will be needed, and a new Mylar will need to be filed.  The plan is to sell the current structure at this location.  This property is in the R1 Zone, the setback requirement of 10 feet for side yard and 50’ for rear yard, street frontage of 65 feet, minimum square footage is 12,500, does not meet the 25’ set back with the existing home were all discussed.  A public hearing will be scheduled for April 25, 2013, at 7:00pm, at the Courthouse. 
Trustee Servedio gave a brief report to the Board of the last ZBA meeting that dealt with the Linden request to refurbish their carriage barn.
The next meeting will be April 25, 2013, at 7:00pm, at the Village Courthouse.

There being no further business to come before the Planning Board, Chairman Fuller made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Member Larson and unanimously carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 8:25p.m.
