Regular Meeting of May 23, 2013
APPROVED MINUTES
Present: Chairman Jerry Fuller; Members: Morgan Larson, Ben Eberhardt, Julie Dudrick and Kristian Newman; Mayor Margaret Miller; Attorney Jim Stokes; CEO Paul McGinnis.
Public Present: Carrie Blackmore, Good Nature Brewing; Rick Mancke and Barbara Hobbie, Subdivision; Art Zimmer, Subdivision; Chad Sparber, resident; Bill Reed, resident
Chairman Fuller called the meeting to order at 7:02 p.m.

Approval of Agenda: CEO McGinnis asked for the addition of a subdivision request from Art Zimmer and modification of site plan for Carrie Blackmore of Good Nature Brewery. The agenda was approved as amended.
Approval of Minutes: Regular Meeting of March 28, 2013: Changes requested:
1. Art Zimmer-Preservation of O&W Wreck Site-4th sentence- delete “owner” and add “Gallik’s for the subdivision”
2. Site Plan Review- change the word “regarding” to “regrading”

A motion was made by Member Dudrick to accept the March 28, 2013, minutes as amended.  The motion was seconded by Member Larson and unanimously carried.

Approval of Minutes: Special Meeting of April 17, 2013: Changes requested:
1. SEQR Consideration-second paragraph, first sentence, delete “that” and add “the special permit granted”

A motion was made by Member Larson to approve the minutes of April 17, 2013, as amended.  The motion was seconded by Member Newman and carried.
Unfinished Business
Art Zimmer-Preservation of O&W Wreck Site: Attorney Stokes reported that the ZBA needs to grant specific variances before the Planning Board can make a determination.
Mancke/Hobbie Subdivision: Chairman Fuller opened the public hearing at 7:10pm.  Mr. Chad Sparber, 28 W. Pleasant stated that when he purchased his home in 2006, his realtor told him that the property at 21 W. Pleasant could not be subdivided and that information factored into their decision to purchase their home; he is not in favor of the subdivision.  Bill Reed stated that years ago the owners of 21 W. Pleasant had begun plans for a subdivision, but because of complaints from neighbors, never followed through with it.   Chairman Fuller closed the hearing at 7:20pm.  The Board reviewed all setback, frontage, and square footage requirements and determined that all have been met or exceeded the minimum requirements.
SEQR Determination: A motion was made by Member Larson that this is an unlisted action with no adverse environmental impact and with no other involved agencies.  The motion was seconded by Member Eberhardt and carried.

A motion was made by Member Eberhardt to approve the subdivision as is depicted in subdivision map of property at 21 W. Pleasant Street, by David A. Vredenburgh, dated 4/18/2013, job 94-06.3-H.  The motion was seconded by Member Larson and carried.

Kinney Drugs: CEO McGinnis reported that the ZBA approved the drive-thru window.  Attorney Stokes asked if a site plan review was needed.  CEO McGinnis will review the approved site plan from ten years ago to check to see if there are any changes from the original.  CEO McGinnis stated Kinney’s also wants to have a portable propane tank exchange cage on the sidewalk.  The Board stated that this is a change to the site plan change and must come back to the Planning Board to review.
Carriage Barn-Dr. Richard Cohen: Member Newman stated that the entire barn is down.  Member Larson stated that the barn cannot be put back up now that they have taken it down.  Code 174.41, 174.67 article 11, and 174.70B were referenced. 
New Business
Good Nature Brewing-Modification of the Site Plan: Carrie Blackmore came before the Board to request permission to relocate the chiller unit just around the corner.  This would be a change from the approved site plan.  Although the existing unit is in compliance with the rules and codes established by the Planning Board and the Village, Ms. Blackmore stated the reasons for the relocation is to mitigate a complaint by the neighbor and to protect the glycol unit.  The unit would be surrounded by a 3 sided, 12’ high, insulated fence that would also enclose the air conditioning unit that has been a complaint of the neighbor.  Ms. Blackmore stated that the structure that currently encloses the chiller unit is causing the unit to overheat.   Attorney Stokes stated that this is a continuation of a prior determination. 
A motion was made by Member Larson that this is a minor change to the original site plan submitted and does not require a modification to the SEQR.  The motion was seconded by Member Eberhardt and carried. 

A motion was made by Member Larson to amend the site plan of Good Nature Brewing, at 37 Milford Street, to show relocation of the chiller unit per the drawing submitted on May 23, 2013, with the knowledge that the 60 decibel limit at the property line remains in effect. The motion was seconded by Member Eberhardt and carried.
CAC Bldg.: Member Larson reported on a meeting he attended concerning the new Colgate Art Center.  He stated that he did view renderings of the building and reported on the proposed plans to the Board. Attorney Stokes reported on the application process and the steps that Colgate must follow.  The issue of parking was discussed.  Code 174.2H & 174.31E49 were referenced, although this is not currently a planned district.  
The Mayor reported that last night the Town of Madison voted to approve the franchise for gas.  

The next meeting will be June 27, 2013, at 7:00pm, at the Village Courthouse.

There being no further business to come before the Planning Board, Chairman Fuller made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Member Larson and unanimously carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 8:46p.m.
