APPROVED MINUTES

Present: Chairman Jerry Fuller; Members: Morgan Larson, Ben Eberhardt, Julie Dudrick, and Jen Servedio; Trustee Dominick Pangallo; Attorney Jim Stokes; CEO Paul McGinnis
Public Present: Art Zimmer; Mark Crane; Carrie Blackmore; Jane Welsh; Matt Whalen.
Chairman Fuller called the meeting to order at 7:02 p.m.

Approval of Agenda: Chairman Fuller asked that 9 Eaton Street be added under Unfinished Business.  The agenda was approved as amended.
Approval of Minutes: Regular Meeting of October 25, 2012: Changes requested:
1. Good Nature Brewing-add “brewing” after beer in the 4th sentence
2. Good Nature Brewing-change “of” to if and add “is” after this in the 4th sentence
A motion was made by Member Servedio to accept the October 25, 2012, minutes as amended.  The motion was seconded by Member Eberhardt and unanimously carried.

Unfinished Business
9 Eaton Street, Special Permit for Parking Lot: Mark Crane stated he spoke with Snyder Engineering and they told him that if he added speed bumps to direct the water run-off he should be okay. The Board and Village attorney again told Mr. Crane that he is in violation and subject to all fines and penalties.  Attorney Stokes reported he had previously sent Mr. Crane a list of what he needed to do to rectify this situation.  An engineer’s report is needed.  A document from Wayne Foster stating that access is granted through his lot is the first item the Planning Board wants to see.  Attorney Stokes reported that the Trustees are planning to go to court over this.  
Good Nature Brewing-Noise Abatement:  The owners of Good Nature Brewing had previously had a proposal approved for noise abatement panels, but they are costly.  They have returned with a new proposal using a less expensive alternative.  A fence has been erected around the chiller unit.  The owners asked for approval of the new material to insulate the fence that is made from shredded denim.  The Board determined that a noise level of 60 decibels at the property line would be an acceptable level.  A motion was made by Member Larson to amend the site plan for Good Nature Brewing, to include the chiller unit and the enclosing structure around it as shown on drawing submitted 11/29/12 labeled “changes to site plan,” with an amended “only if needed” to insulation on inside of all fence and existing wall; and to amend the special permit to include sound of no more than 60 decibels at all times, measurable at the property line, west side near chiller unit,  subject to review and revocation if sound surpasses the 60 decibel threshold.  This is an unlisted action in SEQR; the only environmental impact is noise level that has been addressed above, with a negative declaration.  The motion was seconded by Member Eberhardt and unanimously carried.    Ms. Blackmore requested a paper copy of the special permit.  
New Business
Airport Property Subdivision: CEO McGinnis stated he has no new information.  No action was taken.
Art Zimmer-Preservation of O&W Wreck Site: Mr. Art Zimmer is in the process of acquiring the site, from the Gallik’s, of the chocolate train wreck and forming a 501C3 entity, to restore and preserve this historic property.  He is asking for approval from the Planning Board of the concept and is asking what steps he needs to take to move forward.  The lot size will be 55’ x 120’.  This will be a substandard, land-locked lot in the R2 zone which will need a variance from the Zoning Board of Appeals.  A survey will be needed.  The Planning Board will need to approve the subdivision.  Mr. Zimmer stated that parking can be on the street or in the Fire Department lot.  The Board questioned if using the Fire Department lot was prudent.  Access to the site will be from the Village walking trail.  A public hearing will need to be scheduled.
Sound Ordinance: Trustee Pangallo reported that he anticipates that at the next 

Trustees meeting there will be a vote on this ordinance.
The next meeting will be January 24, 2013, at 7:00pm, at the Village Courthouse.

There being no further business to come before the Planning Board, Member Larson made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Member Servedio and unanimously carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 8:50p.m.
