Chairman Fuller called the meeting to order at 7:05 p.m.

Trustee Pangallo announced that Jerry Fuller has been appointed Chairman of the Planning Board by Mayor Margaret Miller.

Approval of Agenda: Subdivision request at the Airport was added to the agenda.  The agenda was approved as amended.
Approval of Minutes: Regular Meeting of September 27, 2012: Changes requested:

A motion was made by Member Larson to accept the September 23, 2012, minutes as amended.  The motion was seconded by Member Eberhardt and unanimously carried.

Unfinished Business
9 Eaton Street, Special Permit for Parking Lot: Chairman Fuller reported that the parking lot lights have been adjusted.  CEO McGinnis sent an email to the Board stating no work has been done to the parking lot that was requested by the Board.  Mr. Foster has not received any rent from the property owner at 10 Eaton Street and will not grant access to the 9 Eaton Street lot through his lot at Wayne’s Market Place.
Good Nature Brewing: Trustee Pangallo reported that the owners of Good Nature Brewing will be requesting to use a different sound panel.  The original panels are too costly.  They have applied for a business grant through the PCD to offset costs.  Member Eberhardt reported he was at the NYS Beer and Wine Summit in Albany that discussed the waste water of beer brewing and wondered if this is a concern here.
New Business
2295 Rt. 12B-Zone Recommendation for VOH Trustees: Attorney Jim Stokes reported that the annexation process is moving forward and the next step is for the Planning Board to determine the Zone for this property.  He stated that it is surrounded on three sides by B2 Zone.  A motion was made by Chairman Fuller to recommend to the Board of Trustees that the newly annexed Wendt property at 2295 Rt. 12B, be zoned as a B2 as it is surrounded on three sides by B2.  The motion was seconded by Member Larson and carried.
Airport Property Subdivision: The Board reviewed the map provided.  They were unable to take action due to lack of information.

Security Substation:  Trustee Pangallo briefed the Board on the progress of the project.
Lighting Ordinance:  Attorney Stokes and the Board briefly discussed this proposed ordinance.
Sound Ordinance: Trustee Pangallo reported that he anticipates that at the next 

Trustees meeting there will be a vote on this ordinance.
The next meeting will be November 29, 2012, at 7:00pm, at the Village Courthouse.
