APPROVED MINUTES

PRESENT:  Chairman Bob McVaugh; Members: Jerry Fuller, Morgan Larson; CEO Paul McGinnis; Trustee Margaret Miller

PUBLIC PRESENT: None

Chairman McVaugh called the meeting to order at 7:03 p.m..

Approval of Agenda

Chairman McVaugh added the Parking Lot behind the Hamilton Movie Theater.  Amended agenda was approved.

Approval of Minutes

Regular Meeting of August 26, 2010- A motion was made by Member Larson to approve the minutes of the August 26, 2010, meeting as written.  The motion was seconded by Member Fuller and unanimously carried.

New Business

Chairman McVaugh reported the parking lot behind the businesses on Lebanon Street is in disarray.  His inspection revealed a blocked fire lane and excessive amounts of garbage.  Joe Caprio has turned management of the lot to Pat McGaugh. Something must be done for safety.  CEO McGinnis stated new parking signs were already installed.  The Board recommends the Police Department start ticketing vehicles.

Unfinished Business
Parry’s Car Wash Sign Relocation

CEO McGinnis recapped last month’s discussion regarding the movement of the Car Wash sign.  Chairman McVaugh stated there are two options.  Option #1: CEO McGinnis would be charged with enforcing the existing site plan, or, Option #2: to have a motion to record the adjustment to the site plan to permit the movement of the sign which would bring it in compliance with its new location.  The Board has not received any word from the County that the sign must be moved.  Member Larson believes the illumination of the sign poses a hazard to motorists.  Codes 133.6B, 133.21A, and 133.22A were referenced and discussed.  The inflatable bear has been displayed for 30 days and needs to be removed.  CEO McGinnis will discuss with Mr. Parry.  The Board is in favor of adjusting the site plan.
A motion was made by Member Fuller to instruct CEO McGinnis to modify the site plan to show the new and approved location of the Parry-Eisenhut Car Wash Sign and to authorize CEO McGinnis to discuss the current lighting being disruptive to traffic and the owners’ will need to follow codes’ 133.21A & 133.22A for illumination.  The motion was seconded by Member Larson and unanimously carried.

Next meeting is scheduled for October 28, 2010
There being no further business to come before the Planning Board, Member Fuller made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Member Larson and carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 7:29 p.m.
