APPROVED MINUTES

Chairman McVaugh called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m..

Approval of Agenda:  A motion was made by Member Barrett to approve the agenda as written.  The motion was seconded by Member Fuller and unanimously carried.

Approval of Minutes: Regular Meeting of August 25, 2011 - A motion was made by Member Fuller to approve the August 25, 2011, minutes as presented.  The motion was seconded by Member Barrett and unanimously carried.
Unfinished Business

Vantine Site Plan Review: Chairman McVaugh stated he signed off on the new site plan.
New Business

Wendt University Inn-Site Plan Review: Aaron Falkenmeyer presented plans, C104, dated 12/13/10.  Mr. Wendt is pursuing annexation and is moving ahead with plans to expand the current building.  There is no Town of Madison regulations restricting the parking lot on the property in the Town of Madison.  Chairman McVaugh stated NYCOM was absolutely clear that the Village can approve the site plan.  If changes occur with respect to the property located in the Village, then the site plan is null and void.  174.62 - minimum required off street parking is 1 per guest room plus 1 per 50 sq. ft. of assembly area.  174.63A - off street loading facility (12x35x14) is required for every business establishment.   The Board would like specified on the plans the new location of the light poles, electric boxes, loading dock, tank location, walkway and southside details.

A motion was made by Chairman McVaugh approving a site plan in which the parking on the north side of the proposed structure in the drawing of the proposed site plan is drawn onto the site plan approved in December 2010, C104, and when submitted, Chairman McVaugh is authorized to sign the new site plan combination.  The motion was seconded by Member Barrett and unanimously carried.

10 Eaton Street - Site Plan Review
Mr. Gary Siver, representing Faxton, St. Lukes, presented drawing AS-1, dated 2/2/11, by DeWolff  Partnership, for a storage shed for medical waste and disposable equipment.  The generator was previously approved.  Mr. Siver stated the ramps on the shed could be shortened.  The generator is portable and only for the dialysis area.  Chairman McVaugh stated his concern with the safety of the parking lot if those two spaces were moved further to the center of the lot.  The placement of bollards around the shed for safety was discussed.  The designation of a handicap space is needed.  This is a modification to an existing site plan so the County does not need to be notified.  Member Eberhardt did state his concern with possible infectious waste being stored in the shed.  The Board is requesting that the shed be moved to the east side of the door.  The Board would like a revised plan with the new location of the shed with bollards around it before it can be approved.

Member Barrett stated the tractor trailers are still parking at Fashion Kraze.  CEO McGinnis was asked to contact the owner of the building to mow the lawn.
Next meeting is scheduled for October 27, 2011, at 7:00pm, at the Village Courthouse.

There being no further business to come before the Planning Board, Chairman McVaugh made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Member Barrett  and unanimously carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 8:32 p.m.
