	No Four-Way Stop at Lebanon, Maple & Eaton
April 16, 2013

The village Board of Trustees Tuesday night decided not to make the intersection of Lebanon, Maple and Eaton streets a four-way stop.

Instead, it will take a series of modest interim steps to address the issue that began more than a year ago, and pitted the concerns of pedestrians, cyclists and some residents against those of the Fire Department, which said a four-way stop would hinder its members abilities to respond to calls and create a dangerous situation for its equipment when driving through the intersection. 

On April 2, Trustee Sam Cooper, DPW foreman Randy Weaver, Police Chief Rick Gifford and village Administrator Sean Graham surveyed the intersection and recommended:

"Incremental Step 1

1. "Increase the visibility of crosswalk markings by enhanced pavement markings that maximize visibility for pedestrians, cyclists and vehicular traffic.

2. "Possible street marking announcing "cross walk"

3. "Increase awareness of existing crosswalks by highly visible reflective signage at corner on Lebanon

4. "Increase visibility of stop signs by reflective pole markings

5. "Increase parking enforcement
(*the Pedestrian Safety Committee is recommending an engineering study at this point)
"Incremental Step 2

1. "Remove one or more parking spaces on Lebanon Street from the Maple-Eaton intersection. a.) Change one to 15 minute and one 30 minute parking slots to two hour parking slots on Lebanon Street b.) Remove one additional parking slot on Lebanon Street in front of the NY Pizzeria c.) Remove one additional parking slot on Lebanon Street from in front of Rusch's

2. "Make the intersection an All Way Stop

"Incremental Step 4

1. "Install a traffic signal with Opticon and pedestrian cross walk control lamps.

Trustee Cooper said there was no timetable attached to when changes might be found necessary and made.  Trustee Cooper reported a traffic signal would cost $150,000.00 including engineering costs.

These adjustments come after more than a year of discussion that included:

· a recommendation of the village's Pedestrian Safety Committee that a four-way stop be created

· a review by a state Department of Transportation engineer who said the intersection was dangerous

· comments by Police Chief Gifford in favor of the four-way stop

· and several strident presentations by the fire department in opposition to the change.




5-way Intersection Task Force recommendation for above intersection: The recommendation for the 4-way stop had been a compromise once the bumpouts were eliminated at this intersection.
Next meeting will be May 21, 2013, at 4:15pm, at the Village Office.  

Adjournment
There being no further business to come before the Committee, Chair Marafino made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Member Mitchell and carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 5:20pm.
