Call to Order: Chair Marafino called the meeting to order at 4:16pm.

Approval of Agenda: A motion was made by Member Bergen to approve the agenda as presented.  The motion was seconded by Member Mitchell and carried. 

Approval of Minutes of the Regular Meeting of January 22, 2013: The following changes were requested: 
1. Bike Racks-add “for” in front of not in the last sentence.
2. 5-Way Intersection Task force recommendation for parking lot expansion-delete “is included in the 5-way upgrade has earmarked this area” and replace it with “has been designated”, insert after “expansion”, per the 5-Way Intersection Task Force;
A motion was made by Member Mitchell to approve the January 22, 2013, minutes as amended.  The motion was seconded by Chair Marafino and carried
NEW BUSINESS
Bike Rodeo: Officer Loretti asked if there was a budget.  He recommended buying t-shirts, having raffles, and bike giveaways.  The Committee stated that there is not a budget, but members would be asking for donations of water, yogurt, juice, and paper products.  Officer Loretti stated without free stuff, kids will not show up.  The Committee stated that most kids in Hamilton already have their own bikes and they felt they would show up.  They discussed different “stations.”  Chair Marafino distributed a list of tasks for member to sign up for.  Officer Loretti stated that he would be able to get 30-40 helmets at no cost.  Volunteer groups through Colgate and the school were discussed.
OLD BUSINESS
PSC draft letter to Linda Lubey re: striping/standardizing crosswalks: Chair Rains stated he has a draft letter.  He will email it to the Members for their comments and then discuss at the next meeting.  Trustee Cooper said that the Maple/Lebanon/Eaton is a pilot and if it works then the Village Board will standardize the Village crosswalks.
Report on February 19, 2013 public hearing: Trustee Cooper stated that at the public hearing there was very reasonable discussion with very valid points.  The Village Administrator stated all options had not been exhausted and with the Lebanon Street reconstruction project that appears to be under-budget, Administrator Graham said let’s get a traffic engineer in to give us an estimate of what it will cost to put in a traffic light.  Trustee Cooper said that the Village still plans on painting the crosswalks at this intersection to make them more noticeable. 
5-Way Intersection Task Force recommendation for parking lot expansion: Chair Marafino asked Trustee Cooper to remind the Trustees that this area has been designated from the 5-Way Intersection Task Force for the parking lot expansion and she stated her concern that some ill will may be created if a skating rink is set up and then taken away because funding came through and the parking lot is expanded.
