OLD BUSINESS

DOT Study of Stop Signs at Lebanon/Maple/Eaton Streets: Trustee Cooper reported the data was received from the DOT traffic study for this intersection.  Trustee Cooper stated that he and Administrator Graham preferred to wait until Linda Lubey sent her written recommendations before sharing the information with others.
Bike Rodeo: Ms. Rudolph shared with the Committee her plan for having a bike rodeo in the spring.  The Committee chose April 27, 2013, from 10:30am-noon, at Hamilton Central School.  This plan will be presented to the Trustees at the next meeting by Trustee Cooper for approval.  Ms. Rudolph will also be submitting an action plan for the future to the Committee.
Safe Routes to School Grant: Tabled
 Bicycle Racks: Trustee Cooper reported that the DOT has approved 5 spaces for bike racks on Broad Street.  The Committee will contact Joanna Bossard, the Ag teacher at HCS and also BOCES to see if they could fabricate the racks at a lower cost than purchasing them.  DPW Supervisor Randy Weaver will need to approve the installation and removal design.
2012 Sidewalk Replacement Program-Reimbursement Policy: Tabled until January’s meeting.  
Letter to Linda Lubey: The Committee nominated Chair Dan Rains to draft a letter to Linda Lubey, from the DOT, requesting the pilot program of striping the crosswalks at Lebanon/Maple/Eaton St. be standardized throughout the Village.  They stated this will make the crosswalks more visible.
