Approval of Agenda: Approved as presented.
Approval of Minutes of the Regular Meeting of October 15, 2013: The following changes were requested: 
1. Report on Lebanon/Maple/Eaton Streets Intersection: Change the second sentence to read “Trustee Servedio will relay to the Trustees at the meeting tonight that the PSC wants to move forward with the installation of the stop signs.”  A motion was by Member Mitchell to approve the minutes of the October 15, 2013 meeting as amended.  The motion was seconded by Member Barber and unanimously carried.

NEW BUSINESS
Introduction of new ad hoc member:  Anna Roberts, a sophomore at Colgate University was welcomed.  She stated she is Chair of the External Affairs Committee for SGA at Colgate.
CAC Public Hearing:  Trustee Servedio and Member Marafino commented that they thought the hearing went very well and many good points were raised.  
OLD BUSINESS
Report on Lebanon/Maple/Eaton Streets Intersection: Trustee Servedio reported that the Trustees want to wait to see if the grant money comes through before they make a decision on installing the stop signs to make this intersection a 4-way stop.  Trustee Servedio stated that she received a DOT booklet from DPW Supervisor Randy Weaver that she will review and stated that it has relevant information regarding 4-way stop intersections.  Member Marafino reiterated that this intersection originally was slated for bump-outs and the compromise was to make this a 4-way stop.  Member Marafino stated that the signs have already been purchased and was confused as to why new Trustees are not given a copy of the Elan Study.  Member Marafino will get a copy of the study to Trustee Servedio.  Trustee Servedio will bring up again tonight at the Trustees meeting.   
Pedestrian Hazard Concerns: Trustee Servedio reported that the Yield sign in front of the Village Office has been moved to the end of the street.   Trustee Servedio reported on two issues that were brought to her attention.  The first was getting a schedule for the Colgate Cruiser to Village residents.  The second was the lack of handicap parking spaces in the Village.  Perhaps getting portable handicap signs could be an option.  Member Dudrick reported that in the parking study that was completed by the Upstate Institute does not support the need for more spaces.  Member Roberts reported that there is now an app for smartphones with the Cruiser schedule.  The schedule will be posted in stores in town and will be posted at Madison Lane.  It was suggested that Member Roberts visit Madison Lane to explain the schedule to the residents there.
Member Marafino played a video of a round-a-bout for pedestrians and cyclists.

Member Marafino reported that a bike on Lebanon Street is chained to a tree and asked if could be tagged and removed.
