Call to Order: Chair Marafino called the meeting to order at 4:15pm.

Approval of Agenda: A motion was made by Member Mitchell to approve the agenda as presented.  The motion was seconded by Member Bergen and carried.
Approval of Minutes of Regular Meeting of September 18, 2012: The following changes were requested: 
1. Present-change Members to Member and add ad hoc member in front of Cameron

2. Public Present-add Dr. in front of Peter
3. 5-Way Intersection-delete all after Graham and add for the task force to prepare a resolution for the Board of Trustees approval to allow the PCD to apply for grants for the 5 Way Intersection project that include detailed plans not just schematics.

4. Colgate Environmental Studies-add Professor in front of Peter

5. Colgate Environmental Studies-5th sentence-add which after on and similar to Hamilton after communities

6. Review Village Regs- add with SGA President after check

A motion was made by Member Bergen to approve the minutes as amended.  The motion was seconded by Chair Marafino and carried.

OLD BUSINESS

Stop Signs at Lebanon/Maple/Eaton Streets: Trustee Cooper reported that as of this morning, four counter set ups have been put in place at the intersection for the traffic study by the DOT.  Results will take at least 2-3 weeks.  Also, the Colgate Cruiser stop has been eliminated at this intersection.  The Village DPW will add stripes(as a pilot) in the Spring of 2013 to the crosswalks.
Safe Routes to School Grant: Chair Marafino explained to those present how the Village received this grant, what it is to be used for, and that the project to put in sidewalks on Lebanon Street will be combined with the Lebanon Street improvement project.  Chair Marafino asked when the engineers report will be completed.  Chair Marafino stated that she is concerned that the Village may lose the funds if not used by the 2013 deadline.  Trustee Cooper stated that the Grant will be extended and that Administrator Graham has the paperwork from the State stating this.
 Bicycle Racks: Tabled until November’s meeting.
Colgate Environmental Studies course project: Ms. Rudolph has been researching the educational aspect and distributed a handout with suggestions and contacts for a bike rodeo for children in the community in late April.  Chair Marafino will contact Principal Kevin Ellis to help move this project along.  Getting the Cove, Students for Fiver, and the Sidekick programs involved was also suggested.  Getting the media involved, the Mid-York Weekly and radiofreehamilton.com, was discussed.  Ms. Rudolph stated she received an email from John Pumilio and Professor Klepeis regarding EPA grants and wondered whether or not she should try to apply for them.  The Committee reviewed the options and determined the deadlines could not be met.  Ms. Rudolph will include applying for EPA grants in an action plan for next year.  
2012 Sidewalk Replacement Program-Reimbursement Policy: Tabled until November’s meeting.  
Sidewalks: Trustee Cooper reported that painting of all crosswalks will be done in the Spring.  The Committee will draft a letter to Linda Lubey, DOT, in favor of standardizing, with striping, all crosswalks throughout the Village.
