Call to Order: Chair Rains called the meeting to order at 4:19pm.

Approval of Agenda: Approved as presented.
Approval of Minutes of the Regular Meeting of September 17, 2013: The following changes were requested: 
1. Cultural Arts Center: add Colgate in front of displaced, last sentence delete after the word “was” and add “already approved by the Board of Trustees for local businesses as part of the Elan Study.”
A motion was by Member Mitchell to approve the minutes of the September 17, 2013 meeting as amended.  The motion was seconded by Member Barber and unanimously carried.

NEW BUSINESS
Review Committee Membership: The Committee welcomed Matt Barber as its newest member.
Sidewalk Complaint: The committee discussed a posting on NextDoorHamilton regarding a resident falling and injuring themselves in the downtown.  The post stated that the disrepair of sidewalk as the cause of the fall.  Since no formal complaint was filed, the committee cannot take any action.  The committee discussed the sidewalk policy and the fact that residents can still get their sidewalks repaired and file for the rebate.  The letter to the top 10 in need of repair has been suspended.
Review 5-Way Intersection:  Member Marafino stated that the radius for this project includes the 5-way intersection, the municipal parking lot, the south end of the Village Green, and the intersection at Maple/Eaton/Lebanon Streets.  The CAC parking study was discussed and the use of the muni lot for the Colgate displaced workers.  Marafino stated that this project was already part of the Elan Study that was approved by the Trustees on October 25, 2010, long before the CAC was brought to the Village.  Member Barber will draft a letter to be presented to the Trustees at their public hearing for the CAC on October 17, 2013.  
Progress of Lebanon Street Reconstruction: The project should be completed by November.
OLD BUSINESS
Report on Lebanon/Maple/Eaton Streets Intersection: The Committee voiced their concern with this intersection and would like to find out when the next “incremental” step was going to be initiated.  Trustee Servedio will relay to the Trustees at the meeting tonight that the PSC wants to move forward with the installation of the stop signs. 
Pedestrian Hazard Concerns: The placement of the yield sign in front of the Village Office was raised as a motorist concern.  
Next meeting will be November 19, 2013, at 4:15pm, at the Village Office.

There being no further business to come before the Committee, Member Mitchell made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Chair Rains and carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 5:15pm.
