Call to Order: Chair Rains called the meeting to order at 4:19pm.

Approval of Agenda: Approved as presented.
Approval of Minutes of the Regular Meeting of June 18, 2013: The following changes were requested: 
1. Review 5-Way: change information to map
A motion was by Chair Rains to approve the minutes of the June 18, 2013 meeting as amended.  The motion was seconded by Member Marafino and unanimously carried.

Approval of Minutes of the Regular Meeting of August 20, 2013: The following changes were requested: 

1. Call to Order-change Marafino to Rains

A motion was made by Chair Rains to approve the minutes of the August 20, 2013 meeting as amended.  The motion was seconded by Member Dudrick and unanimously carried.

NEW BUSINESS
Review Committee Membership: Member Dudrick reported that Peter Scull would like to become a member and Trustee Servedio reported that Matt Barber would also like to join the committee.  Member Marafino reported that Sami Martinez should also be considered.
Cultural Art Center:  Ms Mantaro stated that she does not see parking as a great concern.  There will be some displaced Colgate workers that will be directed to use other lots.  Member Marafino expressed her concern with using the expansion of the municipal lot for displaced Colgate workers because the expansion was already approved by the Board of Trustees for local businesses as part of the Elan Study.
Review 5-Way Intersection Task Force Recommendations: Shannon Mantaro explained to the committee that $3.9 million in STEP funding has been applied for the concept plan to be implemented.  The money will not be awarded until December 2013.  Ms. Mantaro feels that we have a pretty good chance of receiving some funding.  In April 2013, TEP funding was applied for, only for street scaping for Lebanon Street.
Progress of Lebanon Street Reconstruction: The project should be completed by November.
OLD BUSINESS
Report on Lebanon/Maple/Eaton Streets Intersection: The Committee voiced their concern with this intersection and would like to find out when the next “incremental” step was going to be initiated.  Trustee Servedio will ask the Trustees at the meeting tonight.  Trustee Servedio reported that motor vehicles are using the railroad bed instead of Lebanon Street.  
Bike Racks:  Trustee Cooper reported that he has the funding for 13 bike racks and 8 “share the road” signs.  They are single inverted U’s, holding only two bikes.  Trustee Cooper distributed a letter from Reg Wilson, president of the Hamilton Business Alliance, supporting the bike rack installation. Ron Hoham spoke to the Committee also in support of the bike racks.  A motion was made by Member Dudrick in support of the installation of 13 bike racks and 8 share the road signs and recommends to the Board of Trustees to pass a resolution allowing this to happen.  The motion was seconded by Member Mitchell and unanimously carried.
Pedestrian Hazard Concerns: There is currently a moratorium on the sidewalk replacement program.
Next meeting will be October 15, 2013, at 4:15pm, at the Village Office.
