Call to Order: Chairman Clough called the meeting to order at 7:30pm
Approval of Agenda: No agenda presented.
Approval of Minutes of the May 16, 2013, meeting:  A motion was made by Member Trueworthy to approve the minutes as presented.   The motion was seconded by Member Manchester and carried.
Old Business
Art Zimmer – Gallik Subdivision land use # 32 “Public Park”: Attorney Stokes apologized to Mr. Zimmer and the Board for missing the May meeting.  Attorney Stokes explained that at the last meeting of the ZBA some issues were left unresolved.  

1. Appendix A, Schedule 1-Lot Area less than 15,000 s.f. –the lot area of this property is 3,685 s.f. or 0.085 of an acre.  There were no objections by the ZBA members to recommend to the Planning Board to approve this item.  Member Trueworthy stated that this was a historic event that qualifies as a meaning site.
2. Appendix A, Schedule 1-Lot Width less than 65’ at building setback line (requested variance is zero.  This will be a land locked site.  Member Trueworthy stated that site will be preserved for the future and will be open to the public.  There were no objections by the ZBA members to recommend to the Planning Board to approve this item.  

3. Section 174-43-Zero feet of frontage on a public street.  Chairman Clough expressed his concern over not having an easement.  Mr. Zimmer stated that the entire east side of the property borders Village property and can be accessed from the walkway.  There were no objections by the ZBA members to recommend to the Planning Board to approve this item.  
4. Section 174-60-No off street parking will be provided.  There were no objections by the ZBA members to recommend to the Planning Board to approve this item.  

A motion was made by Chairman Clough to approve the four variances and recommends to the Planning Board that they approve the subdivision request by Art Zimmer for property located at 131 Lebanon Street.  The motion was seconded by Member Trueworthy and carried.
There being no further business to come before the Board, Member Manchester made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Member Davies and carried.  The meeting adjourned at 7:40pm.
