New Business

Palace Theater, 19 Utica Street, seeking relief from Sign Ordinance, Section 133-15A (1)
Member Upton read aloud Code 133-15A (1).  The law states that in the B1 Zone, a projecting panel or symbol may have no more than two faces and have a maximum area of seven square feet or 1008 square inches.  The current panel at the Palace Theater is 3’x11’ or 33 sq. ft.  Chairman Clough stated there are other provisions of the sign law that this sign is in violation of.  

*133-22A (1)-illumination-not to exceed 25W per lamp, they are requesting 60W per lamp.

*133-21A-light hazard projecting into traffic


*133-13B2-b-a business may have either a projected sign or a marque, but not both

The Board discussed 133-20F; this may be how they will be able to advertise, without illumination.  This would be considered an event banner and all the rules would apply.

A motion was made by Member Newman to allow a non-illuminated banner as long as it follows 
the event banner rules under 133-20F.  The motion was seconded by Member Upton.  The vote was postponed until the March 27, 2013.
Next Meeting will be on March 27, 2013, at 7:00pm, at the Village Courthouse, to discuss Kerry Linden’s request for relief of Code 174-70B.

There being no further business to come before the Board, Member Upton made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Member Newman and carried.  The meeting adjourned at 3:59pm.
