Public Present: Art Zimmer, Betty & Bill Gallik, Subdivision; Russell Simpson & James Trasher, Kinney Drugs, Variance Request
Call to Order: Chairman Clough called the meeting to order at 7:29pm
Approval of Agenda: Approved as written.
Approval of Minutes of the March 27, 2013, meeting:  A motion was made by Member Upton to approve the minutes as presented.   The motion was seconded by Member Trueworthy and carried.

New Business

Art Zimmer – Gallik Subdivision land use # 32 “Public Park”: Mr. Zimmer stated that the Galliks’ are willing to donate private property that was the site of the train wreck for a public park that he is trying to create.  Drawing labeled Chapin Land Surveyors, dated 5/15/13, File #13-44.  Mr. Zimmer will be forming a non-profit 501c3, name not yet determined, for the park to restore and preserve this historic site.  Currently a survey has been completed and fund-raising has begun; such as Chapin Land Surveyors and Attorney Chris Kendall donating their services to the project. The project is estimated to take 3-4 years to complete.  Chairman Clough asked about signage.  Mr. Zimmer stated that there is currently a sign near the fire house and he intends to add another sign at the site of the wreck.  Member Upton questioned what realm the ZBA is involved in this?  The Trustees and Planning Board have endorsed the project.  CEO McGinnis stated that the Planning Board was unable to approve the subdivision of the site from the balance of the Gallik property.  CEO McGinnis stated this is a nonconforming lot in every way; it is too small and no road frontage Chairman Clough asked about the plans for parking.  Mr. Zimmer stated that he believes that this will not be an issue and that is plenty of on-street parking available.  This is a 50’x100’ land locked parcel.
A motion was made by Member Upton to waive the subdivision requirements for the request for a historic site for the train wreck and recommends to the Planning Board to approve the subdivision as presented on plans by Chapin Land Surveyors, dated 5/15/13.  The motion was seconded by Member Trueworthy and carried.
Kinney Drugs – Variance of 174-82(E)[12a]: Russell Simpson and  James Trasher presented the Board with a drawing labeled proposed drive-thru addition to Kinney Drugs, by CHA of Syracuse, NY, dated 4/16/13, project no. 24604, figure 1.  Mr. Trasher explained that Kinney’s had originally wanted to put in a drive-thru window but was denied nine years ago.  As times have changed and development of the area has occurred, and with the national standard for what customers expect from their pharmacies, Kinney’s is seeking an area variance for distance of a microphone that will service a customer convenience window from a residentially zoned property.  The Village requirement is 200 feet; Kinney’s is proposing 167.1 feet.  They are seeking relief of 32.9 feet.  The drive-thru window will have a 2” speaker.  Mr. Trasher reported that a sound reading was performed at the Brighton Ave Kinney’s and the decibel reading was 65.  Mr. Trasher provided standards of proof (attached).  Member Upton stated that the drugstore is extremely busy and is concerned how the store can handle the increased business.  Mr. Simpson stated that the pharmacy area will increase.  Chairman Clough relayed his concern with the possibility of HIPPA law violations with others hearing personal information from the speaker.  
A motion was made by Member Trueworthy the convenience window requested by Kinney Drugs.  The motion was seconded by Member Manchester and carried.  Chairman Clough recused himself due to possible conflict as a previous employee of Kinney’s.

Reasons for granting variance:

1. Decibel levels are within village limits

2. No neighbors have made complaints

3. Will prove to be an asset to the community
There being no further business to come before the Board, Member Upton made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Member Newman and carried.  The meeting adjourned at 8:29pm.
